We are happy to announce the winner of the 2014 Exeter Prize for the best paper
published in the previous calendar year in a peer-reviewed journal in the fields

of Experimental Economics, Behavioural Economics and Decision Theory.

The winner is Tomasz Strzalecki for his paper “Temporal Resolution of Uncer-

tainty and Recursive Models of Ambiguity Aversion” published in Econometrica.

This paper elegantly brings together several important strands of behavioral lit-
erature that have each found important applications in finance and macroeco-
nomics. Strzalecki shows that how we model ambiguity aversion has profound
implications on economic agents? preferences over the timing of the resolution of
uncertainty. It is a paper that can convince other economists to use one model

as opposed to another; few decision-theoretic papers are relevant in this way.

The winning paper was selected by the panel of Glenn Harrison (Georgia State
University), Itzhak Gilboa (Tel Aviv University) and Shmuel Zamir (Hebrew
University and the University of Exeter).

Tomasz will be visiting the University of Exeter in December 2014 to receive the
award and give a public lecture. In addition, the University of Exeter Economics

Department will organize a workshop themed to fit the topic of the prize-winning

paper.

My old friend, one-time supervisor, and fantastic scientist, philosopher, inventor
of great ideas passed away on Sunday Nov 16 2014. His founding of the Institute
for Mathematical Studies in the Social Sciences at Stanford created a new field
for the theoretical studies of psychological processes. His many other accomplish-
ments are the basis for legends. At the time of his passing we were completing a

book on his life and his selected papers.
